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The fourth attitude common to the Marist Project moves beyond simplicity to ‘discretion’ – to be “unknown and hidden in this world”.   This was a desire to live in a way that imitated Mary’s hidden life.
In her role as our Ordinary Resource Mary, the Mother of our Saviour and our Good Mother is at the centre of our apostolate to the young. 
Mary is at the centre of the Marist school just as she was during the wedding feast at Cana.  There she introduced her Son to the young couple who had run out of wine for their celebration of life.  In a similar way we encourage young people to have recourse to her in their prayers and imitate her in their lives.  At Cana, besides learning how to be a mother, Mary also learned how to be a disciple of her own Son.

As the educator of the youthful Jesus, Mary inspires our engagement with young people.  Relying on her presence, we seek to answer the great questions in the lives of young people and to help them discover the unconditional love of our Father. 
Like the first Christian community gathered around Mary at Pentecost, we also feel inspired to build a Marian Church and to help young people experience the maternal face of that very same Church.
